Water for the Morning Star Pkg. Co.-Wms originates from two groundwater sources known as Well #1 and Well #2.

Definitions of some of the terms used in this report:
Maximum Contaminant Level (MCL):  The highest level of a contaminant that is allowed in drinking water.  Primary MCLs are set as close to the PHGs (or MCLGs) as is technologically, and economically feasible.

Primary Drinking Water Standards (PDWS):  MCLs for contaminates that affect health along with their monitoring and reporting requirements, and surface water treatment requirements.

Public Health Goal (PHG):  The level of a contaminant in drinking water below which there is no known or expected risk to health.  PHGs are set by the California Environmental Protection Agency.

Maximum Contaminant Level Goal (MCLG):  The level of a contaminant in drinking water below which there is no known or expected risk to health.  MCLGs are set by the Federal Environmental Protection Agency (USEPA).

Regulatory Action Level (AL):
The concentration of a contaminant which, if exceeded, triggers treatment or other requirements that a water system must follow.

pCi/L: picocuries per liter (a measure of radiation)

ppb: parts per billion or micrograms per liter

ppm: parts per million or milligrams per liter

nd: non detectable at testing limit

TDS: Total Dissolved Solids
Microbiological Water Quality:
Testing for bacteriological contaminates in the distribution system is required by State regulations.  This testing is done regularly to verify that the water system is free from coliform bacteria.  The minimum number of tests required per month is one.  In our distribution system, we test the water once per month for coliform bacteria.  The highest number of samples found to contain coliform bacteria during any one month in 2005 was two.

Lead & Copper Testing Results:
Lead & copper testing of water from individual taps in the distribution system is required by State regulations.  The table below summarizes the most recent sampling for lead and copper.
