PLEASE READ THE FOLLOWING – VERY IMPORTANT

There has been a lot going on regarding our water with the State of California.  

We have had a higher than acceptable reading of arsenic in our wells.  Not enough to require boiling, but enough for us to be looking at a way to resolve this problem.

As I said in my previous letter to all of you, we are working on two old wells that haven’t been used is some time.  The first one (Well 3) is ready for the electrician, and I will then be able to take some samplings.  Eddie Davis is also working on WELL 4, this well is further away from the other wells and we are hoping that we will get a lower reading of arsenic.  The reason for the higher arsenic levels is:  

There is always some arsenic in our water, but with our water levels down, we are now experiencing a more concentrated level of arsenic.  If this cannot be corrected by bringing up the two wells and having them test less for arsenic, we will have to put some sort of filtration device on our wells.  I hope to have some estimates before our meeting.   We have until June 2017, to correct this problem or the State will require the filtration device.  We will have more information regarding this at our annual meeting.

Our dues are going to be $2,000.00 for this year.  We need to start collecting money for the expense associated with the filtration system and bringing on the two wells.  The State of California is also requiring us to have a back up water plan.  If the two wells aren’t sufficient to correct our arsenic problem, then they will do the job for having back up water.  Included with this package is a bill from the consultant that is required by the State of California. The State is requiring a plan of action pertaining to our correcting the arsenic problem.

This is the time for all of us to conserve water.   Please conserve on your outside watering.
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
